(10) a non-refundable fee in the amount of $75 by certified check or money order
made payable to the Supreme Court of Ohio; and

(11) the Payment Confirmation Form from the National Conference of Bar Examiners
(“NCBE”) and if applicable, a non-refundable fee by check made payable to the
NCBE, in the appropriate amount as indicated on the NCBE fee schedule.
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I have read Rule I of the Supreme Court Rules for the Government of the Bar, which pertains to
temporary admission to the practice of law in Ohio and sets forth the procedures to which I am subject.
