• Bringing together representatives from local agencies and 
disciplines in a shared vision of facilitating clean and sober 
parenting and collaborating to positively impact the lives of 
both participants and children.

• The Lorain County Prosecutors Office and the Lorain County 
Bar Association are supportive of all of our Specialized 
Dockets in their non-adversarial and holistic approach.

• Approved for final certification (June 2014) through the Ohio

Mission Statement:  
Recognizing that significant substance abuse affects families on many different 
tragic levels, the Lorain County Domestic Relations Court is committed to 
providing immediate intervention in the lives of children and parents. The Court 
will provide intensive, long-term structure and services that will allow the 
participants to perform well at school or in the workforce, develop positive 
community and family relationships, to become personally, emotionally, and 
financially self-sufficient, and to lead clean, sober, crime-free lives.

Goals/Objectives: 
 Goal: Increase abstinence among participants.

Objective: 75% of the participants will remain abstinent throughout the program, verified by 
urine/saliva drug screens.

 Goal: Reduce recidivism among participants.
Objective: 90% of the participants will not engage in further criminal behavior.

 Goal: Increase the number of participants who successfully complete treatment and the 
program.
Objective: 75% of the participants will complete treatment and graduate from Drug Court.

Juveniles may be referred for placement 
into the Bellefaire JCB/JOP bed; Stepping 
Stone Residential Center for Boys or 
Pathways Group Home for Girls 

Juveniles may have their case presented to the 4C 
committee at the Lorain County Board of Mental Health.  
This is our funding source for out-of-home residential 
treatment (Mental Health and Substance Use Disorder) 
placements.  The 4C referral is a process and requires 
collaboration from many service providers in order to be 
successful.

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Program Rules

1) I will contact my Community Control Officer (CCO), as determined.
2) I will follow my designated curfew hours: 
•Sunday through Thursday:______________.                   Friday/Saturday:_________________.
3) I will attend school daily and/or comply with my educational program.  I will not be tardy to school or 

individual classes.  My parents, working in conjunction with the Court, are only permitted to 
excuse an absence once processed and/or authorized by the CCO.  I will advise my CCO by 8:00 
am if I am requesting to be absent from or tardy to school.  Absences of more than two (2) days will 
require a medical excuse.
4) I will obey all Federal, State, and Local laws.
5) I will not possess, use, purchase, or have under my control any illegal substance, alcoholic beverage, or 
other controlled substance, including instrument, device, or other object used to administer drugs or 
prepare them for administration, unless it is lawfully prescribed for me by a licensed physician.  All 
medications and alcohol in the home will be locked up and not accessible to the 
participant. 
6)  I understand that if I am treated by a physician, Emergency Room personnel or another licensed 
medical professional, I will advise them that I am in a Substance Abuse Treatment program and will 
request non-narcotic medications be prescribed for me.  I understand that I am not permitted to take 
medications, which may cause positive drug screens, unless my treating physician does not have an 
alternate medication to prescribe (which must be documented by the treating professional and provided 
to the Drug Court team).  

Rules (continued)
7) I will not purchase, possess, own, use, or have under my control any firearms, BB guns, pellet guns, deadly     

weapons, ammunition, knives, or other dangerous ordinance, including any toy look-alike weapon.
8) I will obey all rules, regulations, and orders of my parents.  Your parent/guardian must know where you are, with

whom, and what you are doing at all times.
9) I understand that while in the Juvenile Drug Court program, my Community Control Officer, while engaged within

the scope of his or her supervisory duties or responsibilities, may conduct a search, with or without a warrant, of my
person, my place of residence, and any motor vehicle, item of tangible or intangible personal property, or other real 
property in which I have any right, title, interest to use, occupy, or possess, if the Community Control Officer has
reasonable grounds to believe that I am not abiding by the law or otherwise not complying with the conditions of the
Juvenile Drug Court program.  Ohio Revised Code Section 2151.355(L).

10) I will appear at all required Drug Court hearings, hereby waiving the right to be summoned to appear.
11) I will be drug/alcohol tested on a random basis.  Any tampered specimen, missed drug/alcohol test or inability to 

provide a specimen will be considered as a positive or “dirty” test result.  A positive test may result in further sanctions 
or treatment recommendations. 12) I will complete any specified community service hours.

13) I will attend and participate in my recommended drug/alcohol treatment plan with The Nord Center, and will attend 
any scheduled individual, group and family sessions.  I am not permitted to miss, reschedule, or change any therapeutic 
appointments without notifying my CCO and without permission to do so.

14) I will agree to cooperate with any referrals and recommendations to meet with other community, social or mental health 
agencies that may provide services to me as a part of my case plan.

15) I shall have no contact with anyone currently on Community Control supervision, Parole supervision or having any open 
delinquent or criminal involvement.  This does not include immediate family members residing in the home or parents 
living outside of the home that have Court ordered visitation; unless otherwise directed by the Court.

16) I understand that this consent will expire upon completion and/or termination from the Juvenile Drug Court program.

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Program Phases / Levels
Juvenile Drug Court - 5 Levels

 Level I- 28 days (4 weeks)

 Youth is placed on house arrest during Phase I

 Level II:  Approximately a 45 day phase

 Free time is earned

 4 hours per day for first 2 weeks

 8 hours per day the following 2 weeks

 Youth should be released from house arrest at the conclusion of Level II

 Level III: Approximately a 45 day phase

 Youth are required to identify a positive activity 

 Level IV:  Approximately an 8 week phase

 Youth will complete treatment during this phase

 Level V:  Approximately 12 weeks

 Probation will provide minimal supervision

 Treatment has been completed, but is still accessible to youth if needed

Welcoming a new family into the program!

For Juveniles:

1. Compliance with your treatment

2. You must attend school daily and on 
time and/or comply with their daily

4. You understand that you are NOT 
permitted to miss treatment components 
(Substance Use groups, individual 
sessions with the Nord Center, individual 
mental health counseling sessions, and 
any other directives from the probation 
case plan) without prior authorization 
from Mrs. Lucey or Mr. Wootten

For Parent(s)/Guardian(s):

1. Participation in your child’s treatment, 
engagement in treatment sessions and ensure that 
they are medication compliant, if prescribed 
medication.

2. You’ll have open communication with Mrs. Lucey
and Mr. Wootten about your child’s progress, their 
schooling and any concerns you may have.   

3. You’ll make sure your child is attending school 
regularly, completing their assignments and 
reporting any concerns to both the school officials 
and the PO, Mrs. Lucey.  

4. That as the parent, you’ll support your child by 
complying with any recommendations put upon 
yourself to address your own parenting needs, 
substance abuse concerns and/or your own mental 
health.

• FACT: Unless substance abusing/addicted offenders 
are regularly supervised by a judge and held 
accountable, 70% drop out of treatment prematurely.

• Drug Courts ARE NOT just Diversion for those that 
can “afford” it.  In Lorain County, 24.9% of our 
county population is minority and underserved.  In 
the last 3 years, 25% of those served by the Juvenile 
Drug Court are minorities.  
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Summary statistics

• The Juvenile Drug Court has graduated 81 youth 
since inception (an average of 5.1 juveniles per 
year)

• Juvenile Drug Court has an 8% recidivism rate 
(92% success rate) post graduation.
